For what purpose do we collect your personal data?
Your personal data is processed because you are completing an application form to become a volunteer at the European Universities Combat Championships 2026, which will take place in Tirana, Albania, from 7–17 September 2026.
The collected data is necessary for the volunteer recruitment, selection, communication, coordination, training, accreditation, and organisation process. The legal basis for processing your personal data is your consent, given through the submission of the volunteer application form.
The personal data collected may include: name and surname, date of birth or age, email address, phone number, nationality, language skills, availability, previous volunteering experience, preferred volunteer roles, and other information relevant to the volunteer programme.
Who is responsible for your personal data?
The personal data collected for the purposes mentioned above is administered by the Albanian University Sports Federation (FSHSU), as the Organising Committee of the European Universities Combat Championships 2026.

Who will your data be disclosed to?
Your personal data will be used only for the purposes of organising and managing the volunteer programme.
Your data may be accessed by authorised members of the Organising Committee and, where necessary, by official event partners involved in the organisation of the Championship, such as EUSA, accreditation services, accommodation, transport, security, and other operational areas directly connected to the event.
Your personal data will not be shared with third parties for commercial purposes.
How long will the data be stored?
Personal data collected for the purpose of volunteer recruitment will be processed during the recruitment and selection period.
For selected volunteers, the data may be stored until the end of the volunteer engagement and the completion of the event-related administrative procedures. After this period, the data will be deleted or anonymised, unless further storage is required by applicable legal or administrative obligations.
What rights do you have?
You have the right to:
· request access to your personal data;
· request correction of inaccurate or incomplete data;
· request deletion of your personal data;
· request restriction of processing;
· object to the processing of your personal data;
· withdraw your consent at any time.
Please note that withdrawing consent or requesting deletion of your data may affect your participation in the volunteer recruitment or coordination process.
Other information
Providing personal data is voluntary, but necessary in order to participate in the volunteer application and recruitment process. If the required information is not provided, the Organising Committee may not be able to process your application.
Your personal data will not be subject to automated decision-making, including profiling.
All approved volunteers may be required to submit a clean criminal record certificate before the beginning of their volunteer engagement.
